Produce and deliver individual scientific paper (A4 size one sheet only) on the aim and experimental design of the Topic1 soil bioassay (5% of module mark) – to be delivered on paper by 4.00pm on the 27th.

Deliver the final poster paper display for both Topics (on card to be provided during session 5), with full results and interpretation. Deliver (on paper) copies of the two scientific papers. 


The poster content can be based on the scientific paper content and will be used as the material to ‘talk to’ for the verbal presentation. 

The four groups assigned to each demonstrator will make the oral presentation to the other group members.  The maximum time allowed will be 10 minutes per group plus up to 10 minutes for questions.  The terrestrial (Topic 1) and aquatic (Topic 2) experiments will both be presented. (5% of module mark for each topic)

Criteria used for the assessment of oral presentations will be provided.

The scientific paper is to be produced on an individual basis, (max 3 sides of A4, min 2 sides including any Figures and Tables or other illustrations), for each of the experimental investigations (one terrestrial Topic 1 and one aquatic Topic 2). These may contain material produced in collaboration with other group members but may/perhaps should, be personalised as these will be the major assessed component of the course (25% of the module mark for each one). 


The scientific paper should contain the material from the original submission of one side of A4 (although this may now be edited or modified to take account of your experience), making 3 sides maximum.
