We plan to offer:-

EITHER  a 3-week elective periods for students wishing to do MIXED small animal & equine anaesthesia. These will probably be the first and last of the elective periods.

OR One elective period for students wishing to do EITHER small animal anaesthesia OR equine anaesthesia. This will probably be the middle 3-week block.  We would aim to take 3 students for small, and three for equine anaesthesia, and attempt to run parallel programmes.

However, it may be that we shall not be able to accommodate this choice and students must understand that if they choose the specialised elective, it may be necessary to allocate them to a more general anaesthesia elective, although we would then try our best to allow you to ‘specialise’ as much as possible. Whatever the outcome, we would expect ALL students (small and equine), to participate in the equine out of hours anaesthesia cover.

Elective students will enjoy an increased involvement with and responsibility for pre-anaesthetic considerations, anaesthesia and post-anaesthetic care in the Philip Leverhulme Large Animal, Farm Animal and the Small Animal Hospitals. Time on clinics will be split equally between the two sites for the ‘mixed’ elective students; and OOH cover for the PLLAH is expected for the duration of the whole elective period, including the two ‘gap weeks’.

Tutorials will be given on related topics where the physiological and pharmacological basis of anaesthesia will be explored.  There will be a visit to the Intensive Care Unit of the Royal Liverpool University Hospital, along with the opportunity to visit the theatres with one of the Medical Anaesthetists.  Students are expected to undertake a small elective ‘project’ which will be presented in the final week of the elective.

Please consider this exciting new area when choosing your elective. The main focus of this elective would be research into the consultation process, and particularly specific areas requiring a variety of communication skills. It would give you a chance to:-

· Analyse a variety of communication styles and techniques

· Improve your own communication skills

· Increase your understanding of the consultation process

The newness of this subject means that there are numerous topics suitable for research.

We would probably use first-opinion clinics for data collection. We hope to involve specialists if appropriate for the chosen project, for example, working with oncologists on a short study on ‘breaking bad news’. Another possible area of study is the handling of euthanasia cases – a difficult subject to research, but much valuable information could be gleaned in a relatively short time.

You will be encouraged to create your own project, and there is huge potential for contribution to short publications. The techniques for this type of research are quite different from traditional scientific research. Methods such as questionnaires, video and audio recordings and client satisfaction surveys would be used. Open your mind, and improve your communication skills at the same time!

The Equine Medicine elective aims to develop diagnostic and investigative skills beyond the level of the average undergraduate.  Each participant will be expected to develop a specialised topic, e.g. ophthalmology, cardiology, ultrasonography, endoscopy, sports medicine, clinical pathology.  This may involve their making visits to another centre and later sharing their experiences with the rest of the group.

Additional components are provided in discussion sessions, in "wet labs" and in gross, histological and chemical aspects with the Department of Veterinary Pathology.  Tutorials on related topics will be held with participants preparing review material on their specialist topic.

It is expected that the participants will begin to be involved with their specialist subjects from the middle of the Autumn term so that the maximum benefit can be gained during the elective itself.

Students will take responsibility for Large Animal Hospital in-patients with a medical bias, but out-of-hours work is shared out amongst ALL the Equine Elective students.

THIS ELECTIVE WILL TAKE PLACE ONCE ONLY BETWEEN APRIL 4TH AND APRIL 30TH.  FOUR PARTICIPANTS IS THE ABSOLUTE MAXIMUM. Note the dates!!! These are AFTER the main elective blocks!
The elective will use Problem-based Learning as its main mode of delivery, or in the event of less than 4 students, an Independent Study Programme.  Resources available include the ponies (mares and stallions) and Dr Cox’s collection of books, papers and slides of uterine biopsies.  It is hoped to make one day visits to two stud vets and a visit to an equine semen freezing unit, all during the course of the elective.

Project work will be revision of Essentials of Equine Reproduction for future years of students, shared out amongst participants.

Students need to be aware that, at this time of year, the pony mares will not be cycling (but they should be in transition) and that none of them may foal whilst the elective is under way.  Students should note that the elective period ends only three weeks before Final Orals and Practicals.

The aim of this elective is to allow students to develop their knowledge and experience of equine soft-tissue surgery beyond undergraduate level.

Specific objectives include:

participation in the diagnosis, surgical treatment and post-operative management of a range of equine soft-tissue surgical disorders;

perusal by each student of a specific area of interest in the field of soft-tissue surgery;

development of surgical skills and techniques;

design and implementation of a small project relative to the subject;

development of verbal and written communication skills.

A wide range of clinical cases are likely to be admitted during each elective period.

In 2002, we saw 34 cases during a four week elective, 30 of which underwent surgery.  This included 17 colic cases, 6 castrations, 3 cryptorchids, 3 dental cases and an assortment of other interesting and challenging cases.

Practical classes will include surgical techniques on cadaver material, radiography of the equine head, and a suturing practical.  Seminars will be held to re-inforce case material seen during the elective.  A surgery "steeplechase" quiz will be organised towards the end of the elective.

Out-of-hours work is shared out amongst ALL the Equine Elective students, so choosing this elective will NOT commit you to every colic that comes in over the three weeks !

You MUST talk to John Cox if you wish to do an external elective and you MUST do it before you talk to any external provider.  John Cox is in Leahurst most days. 
As noted in the Notice to Students, the elective period is intended to allow you to choose an area which you would like to study in greater depth than is possible in the normal veterinary undergraduate course and to give you an extended opportunity to gain insight into specialised practice similar to those of the Royal College of Veterinary Surgeons' Certificates and Diplomas.  One of the objectives is to take you, as far as is possible in a short period, to the limits of current knowledge in the given topic and to stretch you intellectually as well as clinically.

An elective is thus neither just another rotation nor a further period of EMS, but it must have a specialised area of interest.    For example, several weeks in an equine practice would NOT be acceptable for an equine elective, but several weeks working with a certificate holder in Small Animal Orthopaedics would be.

You may either spend the period in a clinical area or undertake a research project or do something that falls within the general concept of an elective.

Generally speaking, an elective at another UK university is not possible and there can be problems with universities in countries other than the UK so you MUST discuss with John what you wish to do before you make detailed plans.

It is possible to undertake an external elective at a time other than that formally allocated to internal electives.  The possibilities can be discussed with John Cox.

GOAT MEDICINE
The British Goat Veterinary Society will offer up to £200 for a student elective project on "a practical goat subject, related to either disease or management". 

Any student wishing to consider this elective is urged to discuss practical options with Dr. Winter or Professor Morgan, and to let Dr. Cox and Alex Dugdale know that they are interested, and to keep him informed of developments.

Applications need to be with the Goat Veterinary Society by the end of October in the year prior to the elective.  The application must include an outline of the proposed project and must include costings for any money requested.

In addition, it is a requirement that the results are presented at a meeting of the Goat Veterinary Society and a paper submitted to the Society for publication in the Goat Veterinary Journal. There is also an annual award of £250, given in memory of the late Richard Wighton, for the best paper published in the Goat Veterinary Journal. This award is only available to members of the Goat Veterinary Society, but student membership is only £10 p.a., and a student member won the inaugural prize.

PIG HEALTH

On completion of the elective project, bursary holders will be required to submit a full report to the Honorary Secretary of the Pig Veterinary Society who may submit the completed report to the Pig Veterinary Society for publication.

RESEARCH
It is likely that at least 6 weeks (i.e. two electives combined), will be necessary to complete a research elective and you should plan accordingly. You MUST have spoken to your prospective supervisor and got them to agree times and topics BEFORE returning the form.

Many of the elective options listed in this document involve an element of research.  However, specific research electives, in which you will receive training in various research techniques, and undertake a small project perhaps leading to a publication, are listed below.  If you have a particular research interest which you might wish to pursue for the elective period but which is not listed, please speak to any appropriate member of staff.  Details of research interests of some of the research groups in the Faculty can be found via the Faculty’s home page at http://pcwww.liv.ac.uk/vets/research/research.htm
This document also provides an opportunity to remind you, that, if you wish to do research as soon as you qualify, whether here or elsewhere, you need to have sorted this out early in Fifth Year at the latest.  Most grant giving bodies have closing dates of just before or just after Christmas.
Research electives on offer (but feel free to come up with your own ideas) include:

Prof Malcolm Bennett (m.bennett@liv.ac.uk)
Several projects to investigate the role of infection in wildlife populations.  Most work is based on wild rodents, but other species (such as humans!) are sometimes included.  Projects can involve a variable mix of field work and laboratory work, within a team that includes vets, medics and ecologists.

It might also be possible to undertake a research project at Chester Zoo.

Dr Janet Bradbury / Dr RC Jones / Dr CJ Naylor
The Jordan Building houses an active group working on several aspects of infectious diseases of domestic poultry.  Poultry diseases are a great cause of economic loss to the industry and the team in the Jordan Building has an international reputation for its research.  Areas of work include (i) mycoplasma infections of poultry and game birds and (ii) viral infections: infectious bronchitis and reovirus infections of chickens and avian pneumovirus infections (including turkey rhinotracheitis) of chickens and turkeys.  We are studying immunopathogenesis of infections, diagnostic methods, development of new and novel vaccines and molecular differences between strains of microorganisms. 

The two projects available this year (each for one student) include

Cattle Practice with Herd Health (16 places)

Students will work in two main groups. Each group will carry out an in-depth herd health visit for which approximately 10days will be allowed; the remaining time will be spent working in smaller groups within the farm practice covering normal day-to-day work of the practice including routine visits.

Cattle Practice with Reproduction (15 places)

Students will work in 3 groups. Two groups will carry out routine reproductive visits to dairy herds each day. The third group will cover the daily practice visits. Groups will combine for activities in the afternoons which will include reproductive protocols, analysis of herd reproductive parameters and other specialist reproductive topics. Visits to GENUS and/or COGENT establishments may be organised if prevailing biosecurity arrangements make this possible.

Cattle Practice with Mastitis Control (12 places)

Students will be based within the Farm Practice and will be divided into 3 groups. These will spend one week on routine visits, one week on day-to-day practice work and one week on mastitis investigations. This elective will run in parallel with the Beef and Sheep Elective and students, therefore,  cannot take both these options.

Beef and Sheep (8 places)

This elective will concentrate on assessing the whole-farm enterprise of an upland integrated beef and sheep farm, with production of a farm report and integrated health plan. In addition, the group will be involved with the Leahurst commercial sheep flock which will be lambing during this period, and will visit a large 2000 ewe enterprise which lambs from Christmas to Easter. Additionally it is expected that we will visit a large organic beef and sheep farm. This elective will not be based in the Farm Practice, although if specific sheep problems arise on practice farms it is possible that the group may be involved if time allows.  This elective will run in parallel with the Cattle Practice with Mastitis Control Elective and students, therefore, cannot take both these options.

This is fully booked for 2004.

In future, this elective will be an internal elective, and it is suggested that it should span at least two 3-week elective blocks.

This elective will be based at Behavioural Referrals Veterinary Practice in Chester. Students will have the opportunity to attend behavioural consultations both at clinic venues and at home visits. They will also attend second appointments and see the application of behavioural modification techniques, such as stooge work with dog-to-dog aggressive dogs. There will be the opportunity to spend time with a rehabilitation trainer and to attend lectures and seminars on behavioural medicine.

The student will be encouraged to carry out a short research project using data from the practice files. In addition to clinical work, the student will be introduced to the administration aspects of running a referral practice and will be expected to share in some office-based duties during their elective.

This is a six week elective (two 3-week blocks), running from Jan 5th to 20th Feb 2004. Students will be split into three groups for the first three weeks. Each group will spend one week with each of the following:-

· Communications/first opinion

· Internal medicine

· Cardiology/dermatology

They will also be expected to prepare for the specialist block (see below), by background reading, choosing journal critiques and presentation topics.

The second three weeks will be a more intensive block spent with one speciality (maximum 4 students per speciality), as follows:-

· Cardiology

· Dermatology

· Communications/first opinion

· Oncology*

· Internal medicine*

· Feline medicine*

*These groups may spend more time together depending upon their numbers and caseload.

NB Students may attend the first 3-week block only (i.e. without progressing to the specialist block), if numbers allow and at the discretion of the medicine staff.

Students will have responsibility for all medicine cases seen during the elective. They will develop critical evaluation skills and an ability to summarise and present information. The aim is to take skills and knowledge beyond that normally expected of a final year student. This will give an advantage when starting small animal practice.

GAP WEEKS

Journal critiques, guest lectures and practical sessions will take place during the gap weeks (26th-30th Jan, and 23rd-27th Feb 2004. Attendance is compulsory unless by prior discussion with the medicine staff.

OUT OF HOURS COVER

Students choosing this elective will share out-of-hours responsibilities for the Small Animal Hospital with the other small animal elective students.

Those students choosing the first 6 weeks of small animal electives will be expected to provide cover for the first 7 weeks (5th Jan to 22nd Feb 2004); and those choosing a small animal elective option for the final 3-week block will be expected to cover the last 4 weeks (23rd Feb to 19th March 2004).
