A company have a web page which was written a few years ago and they want the source code commenting and a small modification. The original author died of JavaScript poisoning so they are looking for someone else to take on the work.

You, in a state of madness, agreed to take on the job for free! (After all it’s only a minor modification).

The page is a simple resistor calculator. You select the colours on the resistor and it tells you the value.

First you must comment the code so that you, and others in the future, can clearly understand exactly what is happening. Layout the code in a more readable format and COMMENT EVERY SINGLE LINE.

The “minor” modification they want is to include an extra colour option on the fourth tolerance band.

If you look at the page you will notice that there are only three options for tolerance. Gold (+/- 5%), Silver (+/- 10%) and None (+/- 20%). Your client wants you to add Red, which as you can see from the data sheet is +/- 2%.

Make the modification and comment your changes. Save this file as “modified.htm”
You will also notice that there is a html file which contains comments about the web page. Modify this file to indicate the changes you have made, the date of the changes and your name.

KEEP ALL FILES ON YOUR M: DRIVE AND MAKE A COPY OF ALL REQUIRED FILES ON FLOPPY DISK TO BE SUBMITED.

You must not use any web authoring tools such as Word, FrontPage, Hot Metal etc.

The finished pages must be viewable in Internet Explorer 5 (the default browser on the University’s systems).

The pages should be produced using a standard text editor such as “The Programmer’s File Editor”. The files should be saved as plain text with a file extension of “.htm”
Print out the source of “modified.htm” clearly write your name and student number at the top and submit it along with the floppy in an envelope provided by the office.

ENSURE THAT ALL FILES REQUIRED TO CORRECTLY VIEW THE PAGE ARE ON THE FLOPPY.

Marks will be awarded for efficient clearly commented source code. The aim of this assignment is to improve your knowledge of JavaScript and HTML. Your understanding of the code will be reflected in how clearly your comments describe the operation of each line. Marks will be allocated accordingly. I want clear easy to read source.
Remember:

AS ALWAYS, KEEP YOUR OWN COPY OF YOUR WORK ON YOUR M: DRIVE

Make a copy of your HTML files (and any graphics files) on the floppy disk provided. By keeping a copy of your work on your M: drive you can resubmit if the floppy disk becomes lost or corrupt.

When you have completed the assignment CLEARLY LABEL THE FLOPPY DISK AND PRINT OUTS “ASSIGNMENT 3” INCLUDE YOUR NAME, DATE AND STUDENT I.D. NUMBER. ONLY WORK WHERE PRINT OUTS AND FLOPPY DISK ARE CLEARLY IDENTIFIABLE WILL BE MARKED.
