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The Regeneration of Liverpool
Purpose

The University of Liverpool, in collaboration with Liverpool City Council, is undertaking research into the role that new build housing is playing in the regeneration of Liverpool.  A questionnaire survey is helping to identify the types of people moving into new build housing.  This follow-up interview is one of a series designed to explore issues raised in the questionnaire in greater depth.

The interview

· At the start of the interview, a maximum interview length will be agreed (typically 45 minutes)

· You are free to terminate the interview at any time

· You should answer only those questions you wish to

· In as far as he/she is able, the interviewer will answer any questions you have about this research project

· All interviews must be taped.  This allows us to ensure accurate representation of your views, and to better themes that emerge in common with other respondents.  However, the taping of an interview can only proceed with your prior agreement.

· All data collected during the course of this interview will be kept strictly confidential and will be made available only to members of the project team

· Summary results form this research project will be published in a variety of media: as a report to the City Council; in academic journals; in reports placed on the Web

· Your anonymity will be preserved by ensuring that no information is released that will allow specific individuals to be identified and through the use of pseudonyms in all outputs

Interview check-list
(1) Introduce youself and offer ID

(2) Introduce self and purpose of research

(3) Work through ‘The Interview’ part of interview cover letter

(4) Questions [Turn on tape recorder!!]

· How long have you been living in this house?

· Why did you move here and where were you before?

· In selecting this current house, how far afield did you look (only Liverpool; only this side of the Mersey…).

· Having selected Liverpool, how did you select this particular area of Liverpool?

· What role did family/friends/partners play when making your current housing choice

· What is your attitude to the City of Liverpool, and what impact did this have on your housing decision

· There is an increasing trend for people to spread their lives across multiple residences.  For example, commuting at weekends to visit family or friends in another city, or two partners both owning houses and rotating between them.  Would you say this in some way describes your lifestyle?  [If yes, explore…]

· What do you think are the best aspects of your current housing [Explore…]

· What are the worst aspects [Explore…]

· What would you aspire to in your ideal house?

· Can you see yourself ever moving out of the City of Liverpool?

· A commonly reported perception is that people moving to Merseyside for work reasons choose to locate in Wirral or Cheshire, rather than Liverpool, for schooling reasons.  Can you relate to this at all?

· If respondent has yet to have children, ask if having children would make them think again about their housing location

· What do you think the City Council could do, if anything to help with the regeneration of Liverpool as a city?

(5) At conclusion of interview

· Work through final part of interview cover letter

· Ask if would be willing to be contacted again if necessary (if yes, ask for phone number)
